=> Even in some peaceful seftings, food security
has deteriorated as economic slowdowns
chellenge aooess fo food for the poor.

=> The worrying frend in undemourishment is not
vet reflected in levels of chronic child malnutrition
{stunting), which contfinue to fall - but at a slower
rate in several regions

=> Despite the decline, in 2016 dunting still
affected one out of four children under the age
of five years, or 155 million children. In some
regions, stunting cffects onehird of children

=> Wasting continues to threaten the lives of
almost 52 million children {8 percent)

=> Almost onehird (33 percent) of women of
reproductive age worldwide suffer flom anciemia,
which also puts the nutition and health of many
children at risk

=> Child overweight and adult obesity are on
the rise, including in low- and middle-income
countries

=> Multiple forms of malnutrition are coexisting,
with countries experiencing simulianeoushy high
rates of child undemutrition and adult obesity.
